a. DataLink - Darren J. McGregor, Director, Office of Crisis and Criminal Justice Services, Maryland Department of Health, Behavioral Health Administration.
· Overview of initiative presented

· Optum is the new service organization replacing Beacon Health Options; therefore, new MOU’s have to be signed.  

· Each jurisdiction will be sent new agreement, if not sent already.  Please sign and return asap.  No changes to content, just the ASO.
· Still looking for counties who are not participating to join the data sharing.

b. Jeffrey Zuback – GOCCP – Restrictive Housing and Deaths in Custody Data Reporting

· Deaths in Custody Report Act

· federal mandate 
· Starting January 1, 2019, all corrections agencies must report or will take a hit from Bryne grant funding
· GOCCP has been collecting said data for the past 4 years.  DPSCS will provide data shortly

· Mandate also applies to locals.

· Level of detail for the report is unknown at this time.  Be as brief or as detailed as you want.

· Must be submitted by the 15th of the end of each quarter.  
· Reporting form is to be determined.

· He will share the format used by DPSCS

· Jeff to provide an excel stopgap until DPSCS provides their format

· If inmate passes away in hospital, should use hospital as location of death, but also include the details concerning death.
· Pretrial release not included in report but HDU is

· As for §850-7’s, they should be included.  If COD is not apparent at time of report, you can go back and change when received.

· Unsure if data from DPP is applicable, so for not do not include

· Start date of collection 10.01.2019 – 12.31.2019
· As more clarity into the narrative requirements is provided by BJA, information will be forwarded 

· Always send data even if zero deaths

· Restrictive Housing Reports

· Senate Bill (SB) 744 was recently amended to include local jurisdictions

· DPSCS has been submitting for 3 years 
· The requirement for reporting by locals was buried in the juvenile portion of the bill 
· If inmate is out cell for more than 2 hours a day, no reporting is necessary.
· This is an annual reporting requirement

· SB 744 took affect 10.01.2019

· Attempt will be made to get some leeway from the legislature for reporting of local information.  If delay is granted, be aware that this will not stop other agencies or advocates sending a survey for the data. Be cognizant of what you provide.

· Template/mechanism for reporting data still needs to be developed.  Just submit the data and GOCCP will handle report. 

· Currently, DPSCS conducts FY measurements

· Several questions have arisen as to how to count for example, if inmate on restrictive housing report is released and then returns (same term of confinement), is inmate counted twice or one. 
· Legislature doesn’t understand the locals operate differently from the State and each other.

· The purpose of providing the data is an annual report with the belief being that the report will provide the leg with a better understanding of what restrictive housing is and how it is used, whether it is a useful population management tool, or if it should be abolished.  
· Title 3 placements are happening quicker than in the past.  This alone should help with RH and the leg.  Most of the advocates for abolishment are advocating for the SMI population.

· This report can include recommendations from MCAA.
